An official transcript from each College or University you have ever attended, unless I.U. is the only Institution you have attended. 
Step 3: Write a double spaced 300-500 word essay where you discuss and analyze a labor issue of importance to you. 
Step 4: Submit three letters of recommendation
Step 5: Complete the Labor Studies application form and submit to the address listed below.
